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OPENING
The meeting of the Presbytery Initiatives Committee of the Synod Assembly was called to order at 2:05 p.m. at the Korean Presbyterian Church in Richmond, VA by Chairperson, Peta Patton.  Introductions were made (there are two new members) and an explanation of the workings of this committee was explained.

APPOINTMENT OF RECORDER

Sarah Eller was asked to serve as recorder.
QUORUM
Chairperson Peta Patton declared a quorum present.     
ADOPTION OF THE DOCKET

Chairperson Peta Patton referred to the proposed agenda for today’s meeting which is the review of four proposals for initiatives’ money; and to hear from the Synod Exec.  It was accepted without addition or correction.
We began with Fred Holbrook bringing the first initiative which is from the Presbytery of Shenandoah and the Peaks that Massanetta Springs be given $2,500 for the printing of the additional histories celebrating the 100th anniversary of that facility.  We discussed allotting $2,500 in 2010 to allow for this.  M/S/P

The second initiative was also presented by Fred Holbrook and was from the Presbyteries of New Castle and Shenandoah for $3,000 to furnish a new chapel with furnishings, worship materials, Bibles, hymnals, instruments, paraments, etc. in Kikuyu, Kenya, Africa; and $2,000 for scholarships to allow additional men to complete the team from the Synod to be participants on this June 1-12, 2010 trip of the Mid-Atlantic Men’s Kenya Mission Project.  M/S/P
The next proposal we considered was from the Presbyterian Women of Shenandoah and Eastern VA for a program called Stop Hunger Now.  The proposal is for $2,500 for the program to be done at the PW Synod Summer Gathering.  M/S/P
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The fourth proposal was for the Haiti Orphanage and Fish Farm for $5,000 from the Presbytery of the James and the Peaks.  We approved this proposal with the caveat that the money must not be used for buildings of any kind or for salaries but for program and mission.  M/S/P

David McKee brought a proposal that would change the rules of this committee so that the three caucuses in our Synod could bring a proposal to our committee without the expressed signature of two or more Presbyteries because they already represent several Presbyteries.  These three are the Korean Council, the Hispanic Caucus and the Black Caucus.  Their request must meet the other requirements as to mission or program, not buildings or salaries.  M/S/P
